David Spademan is an Assemblies of God Pastor and has over 8 years experience as a 

Prison Chaplain. He gained his MTh at Mattersey Hall and is the National Chaplaincy 

Representative for AoG. David is a member of the United Navy, Army and Air Force Board 

which is the body that recommends AoG ministers for Military Chaplaincy.’ 

 

Exploring Chaplaincy is a new intensive course aimed at students considering 

Chaplaincy Ministry. Opportunities for Chaplains can be either part time or full time, 

they can also be voluntary or paid. Whilst there are almost limitless situations in which 

someone can be a Chaplain, the course will specifically look at Chaplaincy within 

Prisons, Hospitals and the Armed Forces. In addition to some classroom sessions field 

trips to a hospital and a military base are being planned and expected to take place on 

the Tuesday and Thursday.
